It’s easy to make your own Medical Sharps Container and the labels are already made 

for you so just click and print. 

1. RE-USE a thick-walled, sturdy plastic container with a tight fitting screw cap, 

such as an empty recycled detergent bottle. 

2. LABLE the container with one of the labels or write with a permanent magic 

marker, “Medical Sharps Container. Not for Recycling”. 

3. When the bottle is ¾ full, SEAL the containers cap with duct tape. 

4. DISPOSE of the container into your household trash and not your recycling bin.
